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Upon the baptism of John in 1694, Robert is recorded as being from Troutbeck Bridge.
Similarly, upon the death of Marian, Robert is said to be from Bridge in Applethwaite.
Troutbeck Bridge is downstream from Troutbeck at the point where the Kendal to
Ambleside Road crosses the beck. Applethwaite is the old name for Windermere. The
Parish Church at this time was that at Bowness.

Robert may have married a second time, to Margaret Grigson in 1704 ∆
